FISHING RULES

for fishing in those parts of the Norddal river managed by Norddalen Elveierlag.

1.

All fishing gear, landing nets, waders, boots and any other equipment which is used in any other water system this season has to be disinfected before use in Stordalselva or Norddalselva. Certificate showing that disinfection has been carried out has to be shown when buying a fishing licence.

In practice this means that all or part of the equipment may not be disinfected when:

· it is new.

· it is not used since last year.

· the last time it was used was in Stordalselva or Norddalselva.

2.

Season in the Norddal river: 1. June – 31. July.

The licence is made out with the angler’s name and is valid only for the holder. The licence is not transferable.

3.

Day quota: You are allowed to catch only one (1) salmon per day and night. When the day quota has been reached, the fishing in that watercourse must end until a new fishing day starts. This also applies for sea trout.

You can catch only one (1) sea trout pr day and night. 

When the day quota for salmon is filled, the fishing for sea trout must end as well. 

It is not allowed to catch anadrome salmon fishes smaller than 35 cm.

4.

Catch and release is not allowed.

5.

Anglers with a legal licence have the right to inspect other angler’s licence. He or she is also obliged to show his or her own licence when asked. All anglers are obliged to show their licence to the police or to an inspector, who on their part have to provide proof of identity when they are unknown to the angler. Anglers and other people by the river must obey instructions form the police or an inspector.

6.

All anglers and other people who walk along the river must maintain absolute cleanliness. Rubbish must not be thrown in the river or left behind on the shore. 

Camping is not permitted on the shore. Morever the regulations in the Act of outdoors Activities must be followed.

7.

Anglers must show concideration for one another. Furthermore they must not cause inconvenience to the fishing in neighbouring areas or to the property owner. It is not permitted to cross cultivated land, and property owners do not allow any digging for worms on their land.

Fishing sites must be changed every 20 minutes.

8.

Fishing is allowed with fishing rod and with fly and worms in zone 1. Spoon bait is permitted in all other zones.

Fishing with fly is allowed only with fly fishing rod and fly fishing gut without a floating bob. When fishing with fly, it is not allowed to use any weight or sinker on the fly or anywhere else on the gut. Metal or any other heavy material in the tube is not allowed. The only permitted casting weight is the gut itself. 

Fishing with shrimps is not allowed.

Fishing wth sinker is only allowed when fishing with worms. The sinker is to be fastened with a suspension of its own and with thinner gut . In this way only the sinker is lost when the line is stuck. Only one bait is allowed for each rod.

By very low water there may be restrictions in connection with what kind of equipment you are allowed to use. When a red balloon is hoisted, light flyfishing only will be permitted.

9.

Using rod or gut in such a way that the salmon may be wrongly hooked is not allowed. Salmon that is wrongly hooked is to be handed over to an inspector.

10.

Anyone breaking these rules can immediately be sent away by two ore more anglers who are fishing at the same time, or by the police or an inspector. Furthermore he or she can be excluded from fishing for a minimum of one year.

Anglers fishing without valid licence or a State Fishing Licence are excluded from fishing for a minimum of one year. The catch is confiscated and fishing must terminate at once.

11.

Everybody is obliged to respect the regulations in the Act of Salmon Fishing and to hand in a catch report.

12.

Norddalen Elveierlag disclaim any responsibility for accidents or damage that may occur while fishing and moving along the shore.

13

These regulations take effect from 2010 and are valid until further notice.
